Hellen Keller was born a healty child in Alabama, on
June 27th, 1880. Her father was a captain in the
confederate army and after the world war II, he started
working for a newspaper and her mother stayed home
to take care of her. At the age of 19 months, Helen
became seriously ill. She had a terrible fever and
headache for about a week and finaly due to this

unknown illness; she lost her sight and hearing. This
made her wild and unruly.
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March 03,1887 was a remarkable day of her life when
she met her teacher Anne Sullivan Macy. She bought
an extraordinary transformation in Helen’s isolated
world. She taught her to read and write in Braille and
hand signals of the deaf mute, which she could
undertand by touch. It was not easy for Helen,
sometimes she got very frustrated and even once
knocked out one of Annie’s teeth during a lesson. Then,
she really started learning by heart.

Helen Keller is a role model for
those, who are struggling hard to overcome the
obstacles of their lives. She took the challenges of her
life and turned them into something positive.
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As she grew up, she became an activist. She
inspired other, specially women. She struggled to bring
awareness for the rights of women and people with
disabilities. She wrote over a dozen books and several
articles. She travelled to over 25 countries, giving
lectures and motivational speeches about deaf people’s
conditions. She died at the age of 87.
